BWT 15 installs in a B15 L or R,  BWT 18 installs in a B 18 L or R

              Tools required:     (Phillips screwdriver    (Electric drill w/ 3/32” drill bit (optional: phillips bit)

Step 1
Open cabinet door, using a phillips screwdriver remove two screws holding door hinges to cabinet frame and remove door.  (Fig. 1).  Using phillips screwdriver remove two small screws attaching each hinge to door.  Remove hinges.  (Fig. 2).

Step 2
In cabinet door opening remove any tray(s) or shelves installed in cabinet. Remove guides installed in cabinet by removing front mounting screws with a phillips screwdriver.  If cabinet is installed drawer guide rear brackets can be pried out using a slotted screwdriver.  If cabinet is not installed rear bracket 

retaining clips can be accessed from rear of cabinet, compressed and pushed out to the inside of the cabinet.  (Fig. 3)

Open carton and remove wood tray with guides attached.  Move plastic release lever up or down and remove cabinet mount guides from wood tray as shown.  (Fig. 4)
